      Executive Board Members must be a current member of the L/R PTA and must have a child presently attending the L/R school.

     All requests for funds must be submitted to the current Treasurer during the current fiscal year.  Any requests that come       in after the fiscal year has ended will be returned UNPAID, regardless of amount.
