Reading Tips for Families from Mrs. Jose
Tips for Beginning Readers
1. Read the title to your child and discuss what the book may be about.
2. Take a “picture walk” through the book.   Page through it, looking at the pictures and talking about them.
3. Begin reading to your child.   Allow your child to read with you or on his/her own.  
4. When your child gets stuck on a word,  encourage the use of these strategies:
-  get your mouth ready & say the first sound.
       -  use the picture to help you.  Some parents cover up the pictures. 
          Remember, your child my not be ready to start decoding yet so the picture is a useful tool.   
       -  go back and read the sentence again.    	

Tips for Older Readers
Foster your child’s reading comprehension by doing one of the following activities:
-	After your child reads a page or two, have him/her do a quick sketch of what was read.
 -      Play question ping pong.  Read a paragraph together then have your child ask you a question about the passage.  Read another paragraph and ask your child a question.  Continue reading, alternati ng roles as questioner. Discuss whether the answers were in the passages.  Take turns reading, asking, answering and confirming.   
-    If your child is having comprehension problems, have him read as much as his hand can cover, then tell you what happened in that paragraph.  As s/he becomes successful in retelling, increase the amount read.
