Last week I was able to test your child according to their reading level.  I will share these results with you at conference time.  We will be starting our guided reading groups shortly…With that in my, please have your child bring in any books they are comfortable reading for their book boxes.  These books will be utilized during guided reading/daily 5 activities.

We are currently in the middle of Chapter 2 in math.  This chapter covers subtraction and problem solving skills.
