

Dear Parents,


Just wanted to touch base with you and tell you about some of 

things we have been doing in the classroom… 


In math we have been reviewing our addition math facts and learning strategies that help solve our math problems very quickly.  Ask your child about the daily double or daily double plus one strategy!  Some parents have volunteered to make “triangular math facts” for each child in the classroom. I will be sending the facts home next month some time. Please utilize these flashcards as much as possible.


In reading we have begun our first theme titled “Stories from the Past”. The children have learned how to make connections in the text to what they already know and how to identify the components of a story.  This year we will be placing much emphasis on reading strategies, which help build  comprehension, and reading with fluency and expression. Please check your child’s backback for the Theme 1Reading Assessment we completed today. 

In spelling we have covered short and long vowel patterned words, as well as consonant digraphs.  The children have been practicing writing a complete sentence as well as labeling parts of speech.  We have discussed and identified nouns and verbs and will continue to master these parts of speech along with others throughout the year. 


In writing we have focused on the two parts that make up a complete sentence and proper punctuation. We have put these skills to use in our journals and writer’s notebooks.
     We are having a great time in Science!  We have been learning about the three forms of matter and their properties. Ask your child to name the forms of matter and see if they can tell you about any of the fun experiments we have been performing.  I am really enjoying this unit in science and the children seem to enjoy it as well.  

The class is preparing for a very short “Poetry Presentation” 

that will take place sometime in October/November  for all parents to attend. We are very excited about this and have been working very hard on it. I will send home information about the exact date and time of the presentation in the next month.


Lastly, you probably have noticed that your child’s backpack is usually not filled up with lots of worksheets and papers that have been completed in the classroom. I firmly believe that children learn better and retain more knowledge by “doing” and being involved in  many hands-on activities.  At the end of each marking period and at fall and spring conferences, I will give you a pile of the work they have completed.  I hope you will be just as proud and impressed with your child’s work as I am!  They really do a lot in 2nd grade and work very hard to accomplish so much!
