INTRODUCTION

William Manchester’s A World Lit Only by Fire: The Medieval Mind and the Renaissance: Portrait of an Age is an opinionated reflection on what ended the Middle Ages and what resulted from that end which we now know as the Renaissance and the Reformation.  Manchester argues that Europeans during the Middle Ages were essentially unaware of the world outside of their small communities and that the foci of their intellectual pursuits were influenced and guided by medieval Christian doctrine.  It is a lively, sometimes saucy, exploration of these times by a renowned historian.  It is hoped that it will not only provide need information for the beginning of the course but will prove to be a read that is entertaining.
