BUSINESS & MARKETING DEPARTMENT

ACCOUNTING

Experiences are provided that cover the entire accounting cycle from a basic business transaction to the preparation of various journals, ledgers, worksheets, and financial statements.  Accounting is explored as a career and/or as a foundation for further study on the college level.  A computer accounting component is included. 

ACCOUNTING 1 HONORS

This course is designed to provide the honors-level student with an understanding of accounting concepts, principles, and procedures. The course covers accounting theory and applications and includes computer accounting procedures.   A college-level text and course of study are used.

ACCOUNTING 11

This course continues the accounting concepts and procedures developed in Accounting 1.  Topics covered include corporate, management, cost, and departmentalized accounting.  Computerized accounting is stressed.

ACCOUNTING 11 HONORS

This course expands on the accounting concepts developed in Accounting 1 Honors.  Computer accounting projects and procedures are stressed, as well as detailed analysis and interpretation of financial statements as the “language of business”.

COMPUTER APPLICATIONS & KEYBOARDING

This class refines and improves keyboarding accuracy and speed skills while emphasizing proper formatting for tables, letters, research papers, outlines, etc. See how easy it can be to organize your writing, format those papers for English and History and improve your grades!

WEB PAGE DESIGN

This is a hands-on class where students learn to create web pages!  Students will see how creative and fun it can be to create their own personal web page and publish it to the web.

WEB MASTER

Learn the basics of Adobe Dream Weave software and how to create and manage a personal or corporate internet site.  Master the industry software used by web designers and business professionals to create an on-line presence!

INTRODUCTION TO MULTIMEDIA

Students will use one of the leading graphics software programs, ‘FLASH’, to create animation on the internet.  It is a unique way to express yourself whether as a medium for commercial ventures or advertising or education.
ADVANCED MULTIMEDIA

Increase your knowledge of presentation graphics by exploring and creating interactive, dynamic web-savvy sites.  Students will learn how to create rollovers, 3D effects, and custom navigation.  This is a hands-on class!
