The forms will be available
on August 13. The Free and Reduced Lunch Form can be found in the parent portal as well.

Information regarding school (student) accident insurance information is posted on the RHS website

under the Parent/General Resources tab. I would encourage parents to consider this low-cost option because the
District does not carry student accident insurance. Underclassmen pictures will be taken on August 31st and
September 1st. For underclass package ordering, please go to the link on our website and use the school login
code 24-24R.

It is recommended that grade 10 students receive a physical examination. Physical forms for this purpose are on
the RHS website.
