SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT

Although | am not one to place the reputation of a district on a few data points, such as the graduation
rate without taking into account our special education programs that allow students to remain in our
district until their 21st birthday or AP test takers which some district focus on, | did want to share one
“grade” that Roxbury achieved after a compilation of data points and parent input. Our overall grade
from Niche is an A-. That sounds about right to me. We are not perfect, but we are an amazing
school district that offers a plethora of unique opportunities for our students with the purpose of
helping them to find their passion and giving them a “leg-up” on their future as witnessed in this
evening’s presentation. We are a district with educators and leadership in all of our buildings who are
committed to ensuring a warm, welcoming atmosphere conducive to high academic learning and
social emotional growth. Nonetheless, we are also a district who will never rest in striving to improve,
to discover more effective strategies to use in the classroom, to provide professional development
that supports educator growth, and to ensure that our buildings are safe and our culture fosters
respect, curiosity, and a love of learning.

Having mentioned the word respect, I'd like to share a report on our Student Safety Data System also
known as the SSDS. The purpose of the SSDS is to record incidents of violence, vandalism, HIB,
weapons or substance offenses or any other event leading to a removal from school. It also catalogs
our HIB trainings and programs. By law, we report on the SSDS twice a year. This report covers the
spring of last year. Later in the year, Dr. Seipp will provide a second report that will cover this fall.

Every school has an Anti-Bullying Specialist and a School Safety Team. In most buildings, the
Anti-Bullying Specialist is the guidance counselor. In the middle and high school the Anti-Bullying
Specialist is also our Substance Abuse Counselor. Our District Anti-Bullying Specialist is Dr. Seipp.
Our School Safety Teams are chaired by our ABS and meet a minimum of twice a year to focus on
school climate. A number of staff members, counselors, and a parent also serve on the School
Safety Team. They review redacted HIB data to support recommendations based on patterns.
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For the reporting period from January 1st, 2022 through June 30, 2022, there were a total of 72
reported suspected acts of HIB. Of those, 24 were founded, 48 were unfounded. These numbers
along with other incidents of violence, vandalism, etc. totaled 169 for that reporting period. To ensure
consistency, we have a total of 42 programs and 26 trainings that occur throughout the year.

When there is an HIB or Code of Conduct situation, remedial measures are put in place. They
may include counseling, classroom or environmental accommodations, conferencing, a restorative
activity and/or disciplinary action. We work to ensure that disciplinary action is consistent for founded
acts of HIB as well as for code of conduct or conflict infractions. Although behavior situations arise,
we strive to take a proactive approach.

Some of our proactive measures include morning announcements which highlight expectations,
especially at the elementary level, using peer leaders to guide social emotional lessons, focusing on
our “week of respect,” training staff to maintain positive classroom atmospheres, the implementation
of the responsive classroom and morning meetings as well as school-wide programs, such as IPASS
at L/R. The core values of L/R were developed in a similar fashion to our POG, input from all
stakeholders, conversations, voting, and ultimately identifying what the community values. IPASS
stands for Inspire, Positive, Accepting, Safe, Supportive. | know that Franklin elementary school is
working on a similar project now. While this may seem like something simple, it sets a tone and let’s
the children and community know what we value and what our expectations are.

Once a year, our ABSs meet to discuss and submit an HIB Self Assessment Score. They carefully
read the qualifications for each score which is then reviewed by Dr. Seipp. To meet state
expectations, we need 52 points out of 78 points, that score of 52 demonstrates that we are doing
what is expected by the state to address HIB. Our scores are as follows:

LRS: 72/78

NES: 72/78

I'd like to thank our ABSs, principals, Dr. Seipp, and those who serve on our School Safety Teams for
all of their work in supporting a culture that is respectful, kind, and inclusive. Thank you for your
attention during this report.

The New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (NJBPU) announced that additional funding is available
under the School and Small Business Stimulus (SSBS) Program for Heating, Ventilation and Air
Conditioning (HVAC) projects in public schools. $63M is available.

These programs
will improve the health and safety of schools and small businesses while creating jobs for
labor-intensive projects.

through d. below:

a. Virtual or remote instruction is provided to students on the
day(s) that some or all of the programs of instruction of the
district were closed to in-person instruction;

b. The virtual or remote instruction meets the Commissioner-
established criteria for the occurrence of one of the events
at N.J.A.C. 6A:32-13.1(b) and B. above;

C. The school district’s program of virtual or remote
instruction:

(1) Explains, to the greatest extent possible, the
equitable delivery of, and access to, virtual and
remote instruction, including descriptions of the
following:
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(a) The design of synchronous and/or
asynchronous virtual or remote learning
plans that will maximize student growth and
learning;

(b) How the school district will continuously
measure student growth and learning in a
virtual or remote instruction environment;
and

(c) The school district’s plan for measuring and
addressing any ongoing digital divide
issue(s), including a lack of access to the
internet, network access, or devices;

Addresses the needs of students with disabilities
and includes descriptions of the following:

(a) The delivery of virtual or remote instruction
in order to implement, to the greatest extent
possible, students’ individualized education
programs (IEPs), including material and
platform access;

(b) The methods used to document IEP
implementation, including the tracking of
student progress, accommodations, and
modifications;

(©) How case managers follow up with parents
to ensure services are implemented, to the
greatest extent possible, in accordance with
IEPs; and

(d) How the school district plans to conduct IEP
meetings, evaluations, and other meetings to
identify, evaluate, and/or reevaluate students
with disabilities;
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Addresses the needs of English language learners
(ELLs) and includes descriptions of the following:

(a) How the school district includes an English
as a Second Language and/or bilingual
education program aligned with State and
Federal requirements to meet the needs of

(b) The process to communicate with parents of
ELLs, including providing translation
materials, interpretative services, and
information available at the parent’s literacy
level;

(©) The use of instructional adaptations, for
example, differentiation, sheltered
instruction, Universal Design for Learning,
access to technology, and strategies to
ensure that ELLs access the same standard
of education as non-ELL peers; and

(d) The training for teachers, administrators,
and counselors to learn strategies related
to culturally responsive teaching and
learning, social-emotional learning, and
trauma-informed teaching for students
affected by forced migration from their
home country;

Accounts for student attendance in accordance with
N.J.A.C. 6A:32-13.1(d) and B.3. below and include
the following:
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(a) A description or copy of the school district’s
attendance policies, including how the
school district will determine whether a
student is present or absent during virtual or
remote instruction, and how a student’s
attendance will factor into promotion,
retention, graduation, discipline, and any
other decisions that will reflect the student’s
performance;

%) Describes how the school district is communicating
with the parents when a student is not participating
in virtual or remote instruction and/or submitting
assignments;

(6) Includes a plan for the continued safe delivery of
meals to eligible students;

(7) Includes an outline of how buildings will be
maintained throughout an extended period of
closure; and

(8) Includes district-specific factors, including, but not
limited to, considerations for Title I extended
learning programs, 21% Century Community
Learning Center Programs, credit recovery, other
extended student learning opportunities, accelerated
learning, and social and emotional health of staff
and students, transportation, extra-curricular
programs, childcare, and community programming;
and

d. The Board of Education submitted a proposed program of
virtual or remote instruction to the Commissioner annually.

Emergency Virtual or Remote
Instruction Program

(1) If the Board is unable to complete and submit a
proposed program annually in accordance with the
timeline established by the Commissioner, and the
school district is required to close its schools for a
declared state of emergency, declared public-health
emergency, or a directive by the appropriate health
agency or officer to institute a public health-related
closure, the Commissioner may retroactively
approve the program.

3. If provided under the Board’s program that has been approved by
the Commissioner, student attendance for a day of virtual or
remote instruction shall be accounted for in accordance with
N.J.A.C. 6A:32-8.4 for the purpose of meeting State and local
graduation requirements, the awarding of course credit, and other
matters as determined by the Commissioner.
